
Dr. Syed Tirmizi is currently the Medical Informatician at the Veterans Health Administration headquarters in Washington, DC.
Since 1993, Dr. Tirmizi has been the clinical champion for Electronic Health Record implementation at several medical centers. He has been the Chief of Medicine/Ambulatory Care at four different hospitals. In July 2003, he came to headquarters to champion VHA medical informatics activities. 
Dr. Tirmizi continues to practice internal medicine at the Washington DC VA medical center. Recently, he started work on an online federal health informatics course. The course will be offered in spring of 2007. He also coordinates the VHA sponsored medical informatics fellowships offered at eight VA medical centers. Dr. Tirmizi is leading federal efforts to improve clinical care through knowledge, management and clinical decision support at the point of care. He also champions public health surveillance efforts as an informatics consultant for the department and for other agencies.
Dr. Tirmizi has served on several medical and IT expert panels, has been an invited speaker at a number of institutions. Dr. Tirmizi frequently presents to international delegations interested in learning from his and the department’s experience in medical informatics. 
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
